Governor Edmund G
Brown has gent to the Legis-
lature a five-point program
for halting the traffic slaugh-
ter in California.

Although most of the Sac-
ramento headlines these days
go Lo narcotics, water devel-
opment, educdation and other
issues, traffic safety directly
involves the lives of all of
“California’s 16 million / citi
zens. Automobiles are our
greatest killers,

Last year, 3,723 people were |
killed in traffic accidents in
this State. More Americans
died on California streets and |
highways in that one year
than were killed during the|
attack on Pearl Harbor. In|
the 10 wmr« from . 1951/
through 1960, 35,250 persons
met violent doalh and 1,245,-
074 were hurt in accidents on|
California streets and high-
ways.

APPALLING RECORD

This is an appalling record
and one which réquires
prompt corrective action by
the Legislature.. Governor
Brown would reduce this
menace to life and property
in a realistic way. The
changes he urges the Legigla-
ture to enact would strike di-
rectly at the careless or
drunken driver, not at the
majority of Californians who
drive safetly and with due
regard for others.
