Clinic Available

Guidance Associates will 
again sponsor a summer read­ 
ing clinic In the South Bay 
area.

The reading staff 
is composed of educators with 
successful experience in the 
fields of education, speech 
correction, or school psycholo­ 
gy. An approach calling up­ 
on various skills and items of 
f   luipment, is used in working 
1 h the slow readers.

The reading program is un- 
dor t h e direction of W. J. 
IV'odfily. Brodsly was a class­ 
room teacher for four years 
a-id a school psychologist 
since 1053. He has worked in 
the field of corrective and re­ 
medial reading since 1954 and 
is currently completing a re­ 
search inventory which will 
enable potentially good read­ 
ers to be identified at the 
kindergarten level.

An ability to read well 
plays an important part in 
determining success, medioc­ 
rity or failure in today's high­ 
ly competitive society. In to­ 
day's world, the ability to 
read and an education are a 
n e c e s s i t y. The non-reader 
finds school neither profitable 
nor satisfying. As a result, 
many young adults of normal 
or above normal learning abil­ 
ity become school drop-outs 
and reduce their chances of 
economic success. How much 
more might each of us 
achieved if we were better 
readers?

Research studies have 
shown that a reading disabil­ 
ity can cause or re-enforce ex­ 
isting emotional instability. 
In a recent project endorsed 
by the California State De­ 
partment of Education, a 
Ifroup of non or slow read­ 
ing boys and girls, also hav­ 
ing emotional problems, were 
given specialized remedial 
help in reading two hours a 
week for two school years. As 
these children learned to 
read, their behavior improv­ 
ed.

.Vot all poor readers are 
able to profit by specialized 
help. There are certain peo­ 
ple who ne.ver do Jearn to 
read well. However, many 
Ton-readers can gain by spe­ 
cialized reading instruction if 
qualified help is available.
