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New Whale Joins
Bubbles, Bimbo
At Marineland

Bubbles and Bimbo, the per-
[fforming whales at Marine
|land, got a new playmate to-
|day when a 10-foot female
{whale was netted from Cata
lina Channel and placed in
(the big circular tank at the
oceanarium,

William F. Monahan, vice
(president and general mana-
(ger of Marineland, said the
[new pilot whale would be
[named “Buttons” and would
‘ismm be doing such tricks as
[singing, dancing and leaping
completely out of the water,
long with the other members
of the whale troupe.

Monahan reported that the
yvoung whale, probably not
over four years old, wag cap-
tured today in the ocean less
than 10 miles from Marine-
land by the ocenarium’s col-
lecting crew aboard the ves-
sel Geronimo. The whale was
taken by Capt. Frank Brocate,
chief collector of specimens
for Marineland, and his assis-
tant, Frank Calandrino. They
lare the only two men in his-
[tory to capture a whale alive
in the open sea and bring it
ashore for public display.

After Buttons was placed
in the whale tank, she im-
mediately touched noses with
| Bimbo, the biggest whale in
captivity in the world and the
undisputed boss of the whale
[colony at Marineland. She was
laccepted at once into the
whale community and began
swimming around the tank
with Bimbo, Bubbles and a
