Today, one of the most
important crilme prevention
programs ever to pervade
the field of law enforcement
begins, The ILos Angeles
Caunty Sheriff’'s’ Depart-
meént has launched a pro-
gram designed to light every
building in lL.os Angeles
County, during all hours of
darkness.. For th& 60-day
period from November 1st,
until the end of the year,
newspapers, radio stations
and television channels will
be echoing the campaign
slogan, “Burn a Light at
Night,” Billboard through-
ot the county will also
carry the message. Support
is flowing in from civic lead-
erg and law enforcement
agencies.

Sheriff Peter Pitchess,
announcing the program,
stated that its sheer sim-
pligity may be one of the
biggest readblocks: “Our rec-
ords, and those of other law
enforcement agencies
throughout the nation indi-
cate that the incidence of
crime rises sharply during
the hours of darkness. Un-
lighted residential or busi-
ness areas are prime targets
for burglars, rapists, and
thieves. Trespassing and acts
of “ malicious mischief are
commonplace in darkened
aréas.
