"When home economics 
classes were first started at 
El Camino, about 13 years 
ago, there weren't enough 
students to form a class of 
any one subjects. Some stu­ 
dents were tailoring, some 
drafting patterns, and others 
were doing power sewing in 
the single class.

SINGLE SUBJECTS
"Now classes are well or­ 

ganized for single subjects," 
Mrg. Roberts said. "Next se­ 
mester we will have a course 
in children's clothing. A lot 
of mothers have asked for it, 
and this course will give 
special attention to making 
the clothes with speed and 
strength."

Each home economics 
class is limited to 24 stu­ 
dents, which allows time for 
individual instruction.

Evening classes are avail­ 
able for those unable to at­ 
tend day classes.

Employment Hits 
Record High 
In November

Total employment In the 
No* Angeles-Long Beach- 
Orange County area reach­ 
ed a new high for the third 
consecutive month as it rose 
from 2.804,500 In October to 
2,821,200 in November, Irv- 
ing H. Perluss, director of 
employment, announced this 
week.

Sustained recovery In dur­ 
able goods manufacturing, 
thp usual pre-holidny hiring 
and the effects of strike set­ 
tlements were major factors 
in the uptrend.

Unemployment dropped to 
167,400 in the past month, 
and was below a comparable 
year-ago level for the first 
time in nearlv two years. 

TRADE INCREASES
The largest increase in 

the October-November per­ 
iod occured in trade where 
there was the customary 
hiring of temporary holiday 
workers. Strong uptrends 
wore also evident in the food 
processing, rubber and au­ 
tomobile industries as work­ 
ers who had been id-led by 
strikes in October returned 
to work.

The outstanding develop­ 
ments of the period, how­ 
ever, were sizable gains in 
electronics and aircraft. Fac­ 
tory employment was at its 
highest point, since the early 
months of IHfiO.

The onlv noteworthy em 
ployment losses between Oc­ 
tober and November were 
in construction, food can­ 
ning and agriculture and 
these were seasonal. 

TOTAL GAIN
Total employment showed 

a gain of 70,300 workers, or 
2.6 per cent since last No­ 
vember.

The record-breaking level 
included new peaks in non­ 
durable goods manufactur­ 
ing and in the finance, serv­ 
ice and government groups.

Seventy Southern Califor­ 
nia Naval Air Reservists re­ 
turned home Saturday from 
a "world-wind" Christmas 
service tour over three con­ 
tinents.

Representing Torrance in 
the operation are Lieutenant 
Commander Ralph A. Bax­ 
ter, 5410 Carol Drive, a 
Western Air Lines pilot; 
Lieutenant Commander 
Richard J. Lange, 107 Des- 
ford St., assistant field su­ 
perintendent, County Sanita­ 
tion District No. 2; and 
James V. Trosper, aviation 
machinist's mate first class, 
2421 178th St., Jeadman, 
North American Aviation 
Co.

Three Naval four engined 
Douglas transports of squad- \ 
ran VR-772 landed at their 
home base at NAS Los Ala- 
mitos following a 23,000 
mile mission across North 
America, Africa, and Eu­ 
rope.

For two weeks the nquad- 
ron, under the command of 
CDR. John E. Stevenson of 
Alhambra. relieved regular 
squadron VR-24 at NAS Port 
Lyautey, Morocco, in sup­ 
port of the Mediterranean 
Sixth Fleet.

"God gives things to people 
through angels, and now we 
receive these Christmas gifts 
from you like the ^angels." 
He said the gifts would go 
to Italian orphanages and 
schools for the poor.

Los Angeles firms, were 
flown to Rota, Spain and 
Kenitra, Morocco. The cargo 
left in Kenitra will later be 
transported to numerous 
new African nations.

On a cargo run to the Isle 
of Sardinia, the squadron 
flew over many U.S. Naval 
ships lying off the southern 
boot of Italy.

On a special Christmas 
note, Arthur "Beau" Beau­ 
mont, celebrated Naval Ar­ 
tist, traveled with the squad­ 
ron on special assignment 
for the Navy to capture 
Christmas Naval scenes on 
his canvas.

Officer of NAS Los 
Alamitos. along on the flight 
to observe operations, this 
was far more than a success­ 
ful training mission. Said he: 
"A rare opportunity due to 
timing, to display the need 
and value of our air reserv­ 
ists.
