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'Pay-as-You-Go' Schedule 
For New ECC Construction

"Continued enrollment de­ 
mands reflecting the growth 
of college and community 
necessitate additional con 
struction at El Camlno Col 
lego," Jack Dabbs, president 
of the Board of Trustees 
concluded today.

"Nationally, and specific­ 
ally in California, the two- 
year college is receiving tre 
mendous emphasis in future 
planning for higher educa 
tion," the Board president 
said in urging the El Camino 
College Junior College Dis­ 
trict to support the June 
proposal to continue the pre­ 
sent plan of financing for 
continued college growth
 nd operation.

Pointing out the import­ 
ance of junior colleges in 
the Master Plan of education 
throughout California, Dabhs 
noted that approximately 
50,000 freshman and sopho­ 
more students will be divert- 
td from university and state 
college campuses to Junior 
Colleges by 1975.

Of the total undergradu­ 
ate enrollment of 37,461 stu­ 
dents on the seven campuses 
of the University of Califor­ 
nia at the present time, ap­ 
proximately 10,000 are trans* 
fer students from state jun­ 
ior colleges. These ^ransfers, 
universally transcripts de­ 
monstrate," have scholastic 
records fully comparable 
with those students who 
took their first collegiate 
work at the University." 

FACILITIES
To provide adequate facili­ 

ties for the continuing in­ 
flux of students, El Camlno 
College, which has grown 
from a 1946 enrollment of 
282 students to a current 
enrollment approaching 12,- 
000, must have additional 
classroom space, the board 
president emphasized.

Among needed additions 
to the campus are class­ 
rooms for accounting, typ­ 
ing, shorthand, arts, crafts 
and graphic arts,, music, phy­ 
sical education, mathematics 
and engineering. Other faci­ 
lities which will be con­ 
structed pending passage of 
the current proposition are 
music rehearsal rooms, prac­ 
tice rooms and storage area, 
an auditorium, a men's gym­ 
nasium, additional shower 
and lacker space, additional 
seating in the college stadi­ 
um, engineering laborator­ 
ies, technical and vocational 
facilities, administrative and
 tudent service facilities, in­ 
cluding added provisions for 
registration, counseling and 
parking.

In addition to serving the
 tudent enrollment on cam­ 
pus, a number of the pro­ 
posed additions would also 
be utilized for community 
functions. Already in -fre­ 
quent use by high schools 
 nd youth, civic, service 
and other community groups 
are such college facilities as 
the stadium, Campus Center, 
CVtrnrnia Theater, and nth-

to 10:30 p.m. daily. With 
the inception of a new pro­ 
gram this summer, classes 
will be in session on the 
campus for all but three 
weeks of the year.

Now observing Its 15th
