The influences of civiliza­ 
tion evolved the dance into 
a community affair in which 
the whole tribe took part.

Members of the tribe 
would dance around the up 
right pole, their moccasin 
feet patting out the temp 
of the <*rums on the smooth 
surface of the frozen lake 
as they galuted the sun 
which would soon brin c 
back life to the frozen land

The white man was quick 
to recognize the advantage 
of the Indians' smooth, coo 
dance floor, and "Moccasin 
Dancing" soon became one 
of the white man's favorit 
recreations.
