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Seasonal Lamb 
Pleases Palate

Lamb, a favorite markpt. 

special in the spring, is fre­ 
quently seen on the tables 
in many homes. It is usually 
a very tender meat and has 
a wonderful flavor thaf is 
really well liked. Lamb can 
bt served many different 
ways and combines well 
with a great variety of fruits 
and vegetables.

Lamb chops can be broiled 
 imply and quickly. They're 
delicious when accompanied 
by a broiled pear filled with 
mint jelly. The timing for 
broiling lamb varies with 
the thickness of the meat. 
Allow 5 to 9 minutes for the 
first side and 5 to 7 minutes 
for the .second side. The ex­ 
act amount of time given 
will, of course, determine 
the degree of doneneHs of 
the meat. Remember to put 
the top of the meat 3 inches 
from the flame and to close 
the door when broiling in or­ 
der to keep the kitchen cool 
and clean.

Three different larger cuts 
of lamb are quite suitable 
for open pan roasting. In­ 
cluded the the leg, the shoul­ 
der and the shoulder honed 
and rolled. The time again 
varies with the size of the 
roast, type of roast, and the 
degree of doneness desired. 
Lamb is a favorite at either 
medium doneness or at well 
done.

Weight 5 Ibs.. roasting 
temperature 325 degrees, ap­ 
proximate time 3 hours, in­ 
ternal temperature 182 de­ 
grees.

Shoulder Cut. boned and 
rolled--Weight 3 Ihs., roast­ 
ing temperature 325 degrees, 
approximate time 2 hours, 
internal temperature 182 
degrees. Weight 4 Ibs, roast­ 
ing temperature 325 degrees, 
approximate time 2'/2 hours, 
internal temperature 182 de­ 
grees.

The shoulder cut is also 
excellent when braised or 
pot roasted. The timing is 
not quite as long as for a 
beef roast, because lamb is 
generally more tender than 
beef. Try this recipe t h <> 
next time you purchase ,i 
shoulder of lamb.

BRAISED SHOULDER 
OF LAMB

I lamb shoulder roast,
bone in, 3 to 5 Ibs.
l/4 cup melted shortening
or oil
1 onion, sliced
1 carrot, diced
1 clove garlic, chopped
Wt c,up chopped celery,
with leaves
Vz bay leaf
4 whole black peppers
1 tsp. salt,
2 cups wafer
flour
1 tsp. Worcestershire
sauce
salt and pepper

automatic to burner set at. 
350 degrees or using a medi­ 
um high flame. Add onion, 
carrot, garlic, celery, bav 
leaf, peppers, 1 tsp. salt and 
water. Cover and bake at 
325 degrees in a modern gnsj 
oven 2 hours or until fork- 
tender.

Remove meat to hot phil­ 
ter. Lift vegetables from 
broth and pl;"-e around 
meat. Keep warm in your 
modern gas oven set at a 
serving temperature of 170 
degrees. Thicken broth for 
gravy, making a paste wifh 
1 ]/fc tsp. flour mixed with a 
small amount of cold water 
for each cup of broth.

Add Worcestershire sauce 
and salt and pepper as need­ 
ed. Simmer 5 minutes, using

Small pieces of tender 
lamb can be used for Shish- 
Kabob. Lamb can be com­ 
bined with various fruits or 
vegetables. Examples of 
fruits would be pears, pine­ 
apples, peaches, bananas 
and oranges. These should 
be brushed with honey or 
oil so that they will brown 
nicely. The cooking times 
are shorter than for the 
lamb; therefore the. f r u i t 
should be put on separate 
skewers.

The cooking time for most, 
vegetables is similar to that 
of lamb. Some vegetables 
such as potatoes or turnips 
should .be parboiled so they 
will be completely cooked. 
Tomatoes have a very short 
cooking lime and should be 
done on separate skewers. 
Lamb for shish kabob is 
best when marinated for 12 
to 24 hours.

For 2 Ibs. lean lamb cut 
Into 1 inch cubes use Vfe cup 
thyme, pinch of sage and 3 
peppercorns, crushed. Two 
onions can also be used by 
grating them and squeezing 
the juice over the meat be­ 
fore adding the mc;it to the 
marinade.

After marinating over­ 
night, thread meat and veg­ 
etables or fruit onto skew­ 
ers and rotiss for 15 fn 20 
minutes on high flame in a 
smokeless gas broiler Set-vp 
with rice pilaff.

INDIVIDUAL SALADS
Chill whole canned blue 

like green beans in sharp 
French dressing an hour or 
more. Arrange individual 
salads of marinated beans 
and sliced hard-cooked egg 
in lettuce cups. Snip bits of 
anchovy on each serving. 
Blue lake green beans grown 
in the Pacific Northwest 
especially for canning, are 
ideal for salads because of 
their extra criKpness and 
flavor.

Frozen Foods Lend 
Variety to Menus

Meal planning is by nr» 
means "nut" it's definitely 
"in." Meals are better than 
ever today, enhance/I by ilu- 
wider variety of foods .to 
choose from in the fro/,en 
food cabinets of supermar­ 
kets across the country.

Frozen prepared foods are 
probably the most exciting 
new development in Amer­ 
ica's eating habits since the 
invention of the can opener. 
The assortment of popular 
meat, poultry and seafood 
entrees and dinners, bakery 
products and desserts, 
soups, and prepared vegeta­ 
ble dishes that nerd only 
healing or brief cooking - 
and in some cases only dp- 
frosting - -- have marie it pos­ 
sible for more families to 
enjoy more foods that, would 
otherwise he too time-con 
sum ing nr difficult to pre­ 
pare.

Fro/en prepared d i s h e s 
are already cooked or com­ 
bined for CM lick-cook ing just 
as you would make then in 
your own kitchen, only in 
larger quantities. They are 
then quick frozen to hold 
natural texture, flavor and 
aroma. When these foods are 
handled properly and kept, 
at a very low temperature 
from frozen food packer to 
home freezer compartment, 
their fine original quality 
remains unchanged.

Package directions on all 
of the frozen prepared dish­ 
es containing meat, poultry 
or seafood have you heating 
or cooking from the frozen 
state (without first defrost­ 
ing). However, if any of 
these foods should acciden­ 
tally become defrosted it is 
not necessary to discard 
them if they are still cold 
to the touch (that is, if the 
package contents feel as cold 
as the inside of a refrigera­

tor or about 40 degrees F.). 
You have a choice of using 
I he food or refreezing il as 
soon as possible without ap­ 
preciable loss of quality.

The National Association 
of Frozen Food Packers tells 
us that, there are some 300 
frozen prepared foods on the 
market. With such a vast se­ 
lection you can imagine the 
infinite number of appetiz­ 
ing menu combinations like 
these that are possible.

     
Sunday night supper 

needs something light yet 
satisfying. Frozen Oyster 
Stew served with strips of 
Frozen French Toast will 
fill the bill. Frozen Brownies 
may be offered for dessert, 
or bedtime snacks.

Monday night dinner fol 
lows a hectic day. Don't let 
"Blue Monday" extend to 
mealtime, brighten the eve­ 
ning with this Italian-style 
menu: antipasto, frozen ma- 
caroni with beef, frozen 
French bread (brushed with 
garlic butter), frozen choco­ 
late cake.

Tuesday choir-rehear s a I. 
Hoy Scouts. PTA meetings 
or basketball games call for 
a quick and easy meal with 
minimum clean-up after­ 
ward. Include: frozen tan­ 
gerine juice, individual fro­ 
zen chicken or turkey pics, 
frozen brussels sprouts in 
butter sauce, and frozen 
cheese cake.

Wednesday night dinner 
is man-made. He can't go 
wrong heating frozen green 
pea with ham soup, indivi­ 
dual frozen meat loaf din­ 
ners and frozen biscuits. The 
frozen lemon crenm pie des­ 
sert needs only defrosting. 
There are clear directions on 
the soup container for top- 
of-t he-stove, heating, and 
package instructions for 
oven-heating the frozen din­

ners, Frozen biscuits need 
only browning and may be 
popped in the same oven 
with the dinners about 10 
minutes before the end of 
their heating time.

Thursday night allows a 
relatively peaceful dinner. 
Ham steaks smothered with 
frozen mixed fruits are serv­ 
ed with frozen candied sweet 
potatoes or yams, frozen 
green beans in mushroom 
sauce and frozen banana 
bread. Dessert is frozen 
eclairs. For weekend en­ 
tertaining the meal pictured 
at the right should fill, the 
bill. If you plan to j?o out, 
and wish to serve a hasty 
meal at home first, plan a 
quick dinner around fish 
sticks.

POTATO PATTIES
When cooking frozen po­ 

tato patties, sprinkle each 
one with instant minced on­ 
ion and grated cheese. Add 
steaks and sunny-side-up 
eggs for a Sunday brunch.

UPSIDE-DOWN CAKE
A rich topping of fresh 

California dates, orange slic­ 
es and pecans turns thii up­ 
side-down coffee cake int« 
A dinner dessert. Plaea 
halved dates, thin orange 
slices and pecans in bottom 
of greased baking pan. Com­ 
bine V6 cup dark brown su­ 
gar with ri cup each butter 
and orange juice and a ta- 
hlespoon grated orange rind. 
Pour over fruits and nuts, 
then pour in coffee cak« 
batter (made from biscuit 
mix). Bake according to 
package directions.

CREAMED CHICKEN
Old-fashioned ere a me d- 

chicken-'n' biscuits take »n 
exotic flavor with a touch of 
curry in the .biscuits and 
chutney in a garnish of can­ 
ned cling peaches. Add a-tea­ 
spoon of curry powder to 2 
cups mix when preparing 
baking powder biscuits. 
Serve warm, topped with 

"hotcreamed chicken and ac­ 
companied by broiled chut­ 
ney-filled canned cling peach 
halves.

1 stick oleo

2 cups flour 
1 i teaspoon salt 
! 7 teaspoon baking soda 
H teaspoon baking pow­ 

der

1 2 cup evaporated milk 
FILLING

1 or 2 cans lemon or other 
pie filling.

("ream butter and sugar, 
then mix all the other in­ 
gredients in except filling. 
Use 2/3 of the batter for the 
bottom crust. Add enough 
extra flour to make a little 
thicker than a pizza (just 
stiff enough to pat in a pan). 
Pat. in pan.

Spread filling over it. Add 
enough flour to remaining 
1/3 batter to roll for top. 
Cut into strips and lay over 
top.

Pan size 9"xl3"xl".
Hake in 375° oven   35 

minutes.
