Gl's Widow Helped to Gef3 Pensions
The total of 100,000 wid­ 

ows of wartime U.S. service­ 
men who have never applied 
lor pensions due them has 
been dramatically reduced 
by at least one, according 
to Loren M. Heft, Centinela- 
South Bay counselor on the

staff of county service offi­ 
cer Arthur H. Tryon.

Accidental discovery of 
this woman's entitlement to 
VA payments led to the fur­ 
ther revelation that she had 
a valid claim to not one pen­ 
sion hut three.
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A resident of an unincor­ 
porated area of the county, 
the widow came to the at­ 
tention of welfare authori­ 
ties when a condition of 
melancholia made it neces­ 
sary for her to he removed 
from her lodgings to a sani­ 
tarium. She was without 
visihle resources.

In writing up her case his­ 
tory, a staff member deduct­ 
ed that some member of the 
patient's family had been in 
the military service.

Routine investigation by 
the county service officer's 
department bared the fact 
that the subject was intitled 
to a pension as the unre­ 
married widow of a veteran 
who died subsequent to 
service in World War II.

Further search disclosed 
that one of her sons was 
killed in a wartime accident 
at March Air Force Base 
and the other was aboard 
an aircraft unreported nfter 
leaving Newfoundland on a 
combat mission. In each of 
the latter cases the patient 
was construed to be a de­ 
pendent parent.

Few cases provide such 
conspicuous example of ex­ 
treme need and timely ful­ 
fillment, Heft reported.
