The College Site 
—A New Review

A significant chapter in the history of 
the California four-year college which even­ 
tually will serve the educational needs of 
this area will commence to be written this 
week.

In essence, a group of men is being 
asked to weight the findings of the board of 
trustees of the California state college, who 
have recommended that the college be 
placed on the Palos Verdes Peninsula site.

That group of men is the state public 
works board, under the chairmanship of 
Hale Champion.

A great many days have passed since 
the meeting of the state college trustees in 
Long Beach Nov. 8, 1962,

As a matter of fact, the history of the 
college will almost fill a volume even before 
the site is chosen, and this fact should draw 
public commendation, not criticism.

A great many ideas have been suggest­ 
ed and rejected. One site has been explored, 
recommended, and then rejected. Now an­ 
other site has been recommended and will 
come under a v e r y close scrutiny by the 
board of public works to see whether it can 
best serve as a logical location for our col­ 
lege.

EXPLORE ALL AVENUES
In the ways of human life, it is best to 

explore all avenues before choosing one for 
a long journey into the future.

It is always best to determine whether a 
proposed route is a dead-end street or an 
avenue before finally committing an invest­ 
ment of the public's efforts and money to 
that proposed route.

For that reason, the time spent since the 
hearing of Nov. 8, 1962, has not been 
wasted.

It is always best to exhaust all possible 
alternatives, because then the best one will 
stand out clearly as a beacon of light on a 
very dark night.

We have been confident all along that 
Torrance is the most logical site for the col­ 
lege.

We have been, and are, confident that 
Torrance eventually will be the site chosen 
because it is the most logical choice.

Those charged with the responsibility of 
selecting the site are not as well acquainted 
with the advantages of the Torrance site as 
we are.

They have not been'fallowing the pat­ 
tern of the developrrfent of t h e Torrance 
area as we have, therefore they do not have 
os clear a vision of the ultimate destiny of 
the Torrance area as we do.

PENINSULA SITE 'FOLLY'
Yet, had we been charged with the re­ 

sponsibility of selecting the site for the col­ 
lege we, too, probably would have exhaust­ 
ed every possibility before finally placing 
the college in Torrance.

Why?
Because human beings have an aver­ 

sion to becoming identified with what the fu­ 
ture proves to be a "folly."

It was proven that a college at Fox 
Hills would have been known in the future 
as a "folly."

It seems likely t h a t a college on the 
Peninsula would also become known as a 
"folly."

That is true because all the advantages 
of the Torrance site cry out saying that Tor­ 
rance is where the college should be.

The Master Plan for Education in Cali­ 
fornia agrees.

We think that the public works board 
will agree, too. once the group of men who

Torrance's chances to get 
back in the state college site 
picture were considerably 
brighter today as the state 
board of public works pre­ 
pared to inspect a proposed 
Palos Verdes Peninsula site 
Friday morning in the wake 
of growing Peninsula pro­ 
tests over that site.

The board was to meet 
later Friday at the Califor­ 
nia Museum of Science and 
Industry in Los Angeles' Ex­ 
position Park, near the Coli­ 
seum. The 2 p.m. meeting 
will hear a presentation 
from Torrance spokesmen, 
headed by Councilman Nick 
Drale, the Rev. David Bead­ 
les and Mrs. Polly Watts.

Rolling Hills Estates and 
the Palos Verdea School Dis­ 
trict, former supporters of 
the Peninsula location are 
now opposed to putting the 
college on the Peninsula, in 
view of apparent, encroach­ 
ments on scientific research 
land.

Torrance .spokesmen feel 
confident they are back in 
the hunning. The board will 
not make a decision for 
some time, spokesmen said. 
The public works board can 
only reject or approve the 
recommendation for the 
Peninsula site, made by the 
state college trustees.

RIVALRY 
IN ARMED 
FORCES FETE

S,m Pedro has rejected 
flatly a bid by Torrance to 
get its neighbor to cancel 
plans for an Armed Forcef 
Day Parade next year.

Mayor Isen wrote to tht 
San Pedro Chamber of Com­ 
merce, sponsors of th« 
event, on July 19, saying 
"we note with some concern 
that , . . San Pcdro ... is 
planning to again stage an 
Armed Forces Day paradt 
on May 9. 1964."

Isen's letter pointed out 
that Torrance had requested 
San Pedro to abandon its 
Armed Forces parade in fa­ 
vor of a 4th of July or Me­ 
morial Day celebration.

Isen said the San Pedro 
parade is "in conflict and 
competition with ours sine* 
we must both necessarily 
d r a w upon the Armed 
Forces in the area wh'os* 
budgets and ability to at­ 
tend such events is limited, 
particularly in the case of 
National Guard and reserve 
organizations."

Torrance has been un­ 
happy over the San Pedro 
parade being held at th« 
same general time as Tor- 
ranee's .1 n n u a 1 colorful 
event.

San Pedro Chamber's r«- 
ply, signed by Al Atchisort, 
president, received this 
week, states: "It is our 
unanimous decision to con­ 
tinue our plans already un­ 
der way to hold our Armed 
Forces Parade in 1%4 to 
mark the opening nf Armed 
Forces Week .

"The view is nem hy this 
chamber that there is much 
to be gained by our San 
Pedro parade opening th« 
week in this South Coast 
area of Los Angeles County 
with Torrance continuing, 
as has been your practice, to 
culminate the week with 
your parade."

Atchison concluded on a 
somewhat wry note: "You 
may count on our coopera­ 
tion to assure that both pa­ 
rades achieve the succesi 
they deserve for the benefit 
of all concerned."
