Oct. .11. can be cold and.no 
youngster wants to spoil the 
effect by wearing a heavy 
jackej, over his costume. The 
Costume should be big 
enough so he can wear it, 
over his outside clothes.

Muke sure any mask your 
child wears allows him plen­ 
ty of "eye room." If the 
holes for- his eyes are too 
 small, his scope of vision 
will l>e limited dangerously. 
Try masks on yourself be­ 
fore buying.

Be especially careful in 
selecting color. Will the cos­ 
tume show up in the dark?

This is of paramount import­ 
ance conskleri'ng that most 
"trick or treating" is done 
after dark. And even the 
most careful youngster may 
forget basic safety rules in 
the excitement of Hallo­ 
ween.
