Bereskin has been awarded 
a Fullbright grant for a two- 
month Italian Classics sem- 
nar at the American Acade­ 

my In Rome. He is one of 20 
eachers of I^tin and Greek 

selected from throughout the 
United States for the semi­ 
nar.

At the conclusion of the 
seminar. Bereskin will upend 
two weeks traveling in 
France.

During the seminar, tht 
North High teacher will live 

Rome and make daily 
visits to nearby monument* 
and museums. Weekly trips 
will take him outside Rome to 
such places ai Florence. 
Naples, and other sites. The 
class will spend two weeks 
in Naples, where students 
will visit the ruins of Pompeii 
and other ancient cities.

While In Rome, Bereskin 
will study archeology, topog­ 
raphy, history, literature, and 
the life of ancient Rome. He 
will hr.ve to. write a report 
and take a final examination, 
receiving six hours of gradu­ 
ate credit upon completion 
of the course.
