The local girl is one of
22 Volunteers who left Sept.
26 to work in Turkish or-
phanages and nursery
schools thronghout the
country. The Volunteers
were trained this summer
to supplement Peace Corps
child care in Turkey,

The arrival of this group
brought the total of volun-
teer workers in Turkey to
460. During their training
they studied Turkish history
and culture, United States
history and world affairs.
Technical training empha-
zised nutrition, child care
and use of audio-visual aids.
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Miss Young was graduated
from South High school in
1960. She received her AA
degree from ElI Camino in
1962 and her BA in English
from San Jose State College
in 19686,

The Torrance community is playing
host to students from four foreign lands—
Seotland, Turkey, Germany, and The Neth.
erlands-—here under the sponsorship of
the Torrance Chapter, American Field
Service.

During this year in America, these stu-
dents are attending Torrance High schools
and are making their homes with local
families, becoming acquainted with the
Anierican way of life.
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Including the year of 1966, the Torrance
AFS Chapter has brought 40 teenagers
from 26 foreign lands, since its organization
in 1954. Under the “Americans Abroad”
program, the chapter has sent 21 local stu-
dents to 12 foreign countries.

Here from Edinburgh, Scotland is Miss
Flizabeth McChlery, who is attending
North High School and making her home
with Mr, and Mrs. Clarence Janeba. Eliza-
beth is the chapter’s first Scottish student.
At home, she has a twin brother, Gordon,
and an older brother, Ian, student at Edin-
burgh University. Her father is manager
of,a creamery, In America, she has a foster
sister, Nora, senior at North High, and
two foster brothers, John and Mark.

The first female AFS student to attend
West High is Miss Selda Ustertunali of
Eskisehir, Turkey. At home with the Jack
Erving family, she has a foster sister, Les-
lie and a foster brother, Dale. Selda plans
to major in chemical engineering. She has
a sister Serpil, 19, and a brother, Selcuk,
living in Eskisehir.
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Weisbaden, Germany is represented by
Miss Barbara Patzek, who is attending Tor-
rance High and living with the Fred
Fleming family. Barbara’s mother is a
widow and she has no brothers or sisters
but in America she has two sisters, Pamela,
student at 1JSC, who was an American
Abroad student to Germany three years
ago, and Susan Fleming, a freshman at
Torrance. High, Barbara speaks - fluent
French and English as well as German.

Over 15,000 top teenagers from over the
United States will be competing for place-
ments on both the summer and school year
programs.
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For each AFS student placed, the chap-
ter must pay the participating contribution
of $750 per student. This amount helps to
pay for transportation, bus trip at the end
of the year, allowances and medical expen-
ditures.

The Torrance chapter raises this money
through fund raising events such as the
International Dinner, set this year for Feb.
19, and the paid memberships of people
of the community supporting the program;
as well as donations from civic and service
groups.
