Tax Hike 
Means City 
Will Gain

A city tax on cigarettes 
will have to be repealed if 
Torrance Is to benefit from 
new state legislation which 
will Increase the tax on cig 
arettea Oct. 1.

Under provisions of the 
state tax bill, a portion of the 
7-cent hike In state cigarette 
taxes Is to be returned to 
cities. But, cities are requirec 
to eliminate local taxes.

Finance Director William 
Dundore told city councllmen 
last week the city will loae 
some revenue since the loca 
tax la now 4 centa per pack 
age, while the itate will re­ 
turn only 3 centa per package 
to the city.

The loa*, Dundore aald, 
will not be substantial.

To offset the loaa of cig 
arette taxes, Dundore said, 
the application of sales taxes 
to certain services and a plan 
to accelerate collection of 
sale* taxes will provide the 
city with additional revenue.

The net result, he added, 
will be to increase city rev 
enuea for the year, although 
he did not say by how much.
