Temcor, which holds an ex­ 
clusive license by Kaiser 
Aluminum and Chemical 
Corp. as fabricator-erector of 
the dome system, has manu­ 
factured and erected stressed- 
skin domes throughout the 
world. Recent Temcor domes 
have been built for a church 
in Florida, the main exhibit 
hall at Alaska's Centennial 
Exposition, a theater in Reno, 
and a college gymnasium In 
Virgina.

Highway Tax

To Counties
geles County's share of high 
way users taxes distribute 
during July was $3,401,971 
State Controller Houston 
Flournoy has announced.

The total statewide distri 
button waa $51,114,727, Flour 
noy said, with $10,482,018 go 
ng directly to the countie 

$8,708,490 to the state high 
way fund for the select sys­ 
tem of county roads and cat 
streets; $4,677,591 to th 
state highway fund for cities 
and $29,246,630 to the stat 
highway fund for expenditur 
on state highways.

The funds were derive 
as follows: gasoline tax, $45 
153.298; diesel fuel tax, $3 
512,603; by transfer from th 
motor vehicle transportatio 
tax fund, $1,218,840; and th 
balance from miscellaneou 
sources.
