This fall, however, there 
were so many football pros­ 
pects to go around that El 
Camino got its share of 
them.

Take the past two years 
for example. Bishop Mont­ 
gomery has been tops in

which are pretty good feeders.

The only two superstars who did not go to El Ca­ 
mino this fall were Danny Graham of Bishop and Jim 
Coleman of Lawndale who went on to UCLA.

Whether either of them could have beaten out 
Dana Clyde at quarterback will go unanswered, but with 

I .Ion Robertson of Rolling Hills backing up Clyde, the 
Warriors have an offense.

Some of the boys from Montgomery who have really 
helped Camino are Ed Gilles, a hard running back who 
is 1-2 with Tom Reynolds, the Momingside superstar 
Mike and Mark Leamy, Charlie Reade, John Sullivan 
and ex-Gl Fred Riganti, a Montgomery pioneer back.
