255th St., Harbor City.

The victim was Mrs. Wan­ 
da Lee Orr, 44, of 313 Via 
Monte d'Oro, whose battered 
body was discovered Wednes­ 
day morning by her 17-year- 
old son, Mark Orr.

Torrance police said that 
the body was found wrapped 
in a blanket in the bedroom 
of her fashionable Riviera 
home at 7:30 a.m. Wednes­ 
day. Mrs. Orr wag covered 
with blood and severe bruis­ 
es, police said, and had been 
sexually molested and brutal- 
iied.

TIME OF death has not yet 
been determined by the coro­
