Modem housewives in th» 
growing market for ga« dry­ 
ers have special reasons to 
"Buy Now" during the month 
of May, H. J. Johnson, South­ 
west Division sales manager 
or the gas company, said to­ 

day.
He announced that all pur­ 

chasers of a gas dryer in 
fay will experience easier 
retaliation from a special $10 

allowance from the investor- 
owner public utility.

Johnson explained that 
from May 1 through May 31 
when customers buy a new 
gas dryer from their local 
Jealers, they will receive an 
installation certificate from 
the salesman which they must 
fill out and mail, along with 
the sales slip, to the gaa com­ 
pany.

THE UTILITY will return 
the sales slip with a check 
for $10. This should cover a 
significant part of any instal­ 
lation cost, Johnson said.

"The offer covers sales of 
all models of new gas dryers 
installed en the lines of 
Southern California or South­ 
ern Counties Gas Cos. and is 
aimed at making it more con­ 
venient for buyers to com­ 
plete installation," Johnson 
said.

This new feature, he added, 
is just one of many customer 
advantages that includes ini­ 
tial cost, low operating cost 
(fewer moving parts and low­ 
er fuel costs), and speed of 
drying.

* * *
ALL THIS has made the 

gas dryer the leader in South­ 
ern California by a 2-1 count 
in sales, Johnson said.

Aside from this incentive 
to offset installation costs, an 
advantage that often goes 
along with purchasing gas 
dryers is that most homes 
are already "stubbed" for the 
appliance.

"Buy Now" is the motto 
for Southland housewives 
during May and the gas dryer 
can truly make it a merry 
month.
