Calk for New 
State Tax Commission
^County Assessor Philip E. 
Watson has called for the es­ 
tablishment of a state tax 
commission which would 
study the entire fiscal struc­ 
ture of the state and local 
government with Um.£flatof 
napping a complete overhaul 
of what be called "our hodge­ 
podge tax structure."

Speaking at a Town Hall 
meeting, Watson warned that 
"present tinkering with rev­ 
enue sources can ultimately 
lead to financial chaos.

"Since the last major over­ 
haul of state financing 30 
years ago, we've been relying 
*n a succession of last-min­ 
ute tax measures to meet our 
soaring revenue needs," Wat­ 
son said.

"This grasping at financial 
Straws brought us this year 
to the verge of an empty 
treasury."

Watson also warned that 
the entire property tax struc­ 
ture is threatened by the leg­ 
islature's failure to come to 
grips with any kind of mean­ 
ingful property tax relief.

"Homeowners, particularly 
those on small, fixed incomes 
jtre bearing a disproportion 
ate share of the cost of local 
fovernment," he said. "One 
«f these days we're going to 
have to face the fact tha 
we've about reached the 
point where only the wealth; 
can afford to own their own 
homes."

Watson said that recen
