Fi-
nally, unable to obtain more
space for expansion, the
company moved to Tor-
rance. The factory is now
the largest plant in the
world for the manufacture
of rotary drilling equip-
ment.

In addition, the = 39-acre
plant is the largest com-
pletely integrated machinery
manufacturing plant on the
Pacific Coast.

“That means we .dom't
rely on other companies for
our steel,” according to C.
B. Cooke, manager of the
plant. “Most of our steel
comes from our two electric
furnaces. Being independent
allows us complete control
of our quality from the first
melting step to the finished
products.”
