South High, a semi-finalist 
in the GIF "AAA" baseball 
playoffs, dominated the Press- 
Herald All-Torrance team by 
placing pitcher Dick Foulk, 
first baseman Brent Barren, 
shortstop Dan Pace, and third 
baseman Steve Trudell on the 
team.

North High's Royle Still- 
man made the outfield and 
Jerry Skaggs is the catcher. 
Both are juniors.

Bishop Montgomery has
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pitcher Chuck Desiderio and 
infielder Skip Jarvis on the 
squad. Skip Hague of West 
High made the team.

Hogue was an outstanding 
second baseman at West 
throughout his high school 
career and was one of the 
outstanding players in the 
Pioneer League this spring.

Jarvis, who also made the 
All-Torrance team last year, 
batted 19 for 46 for a .411 
average. He is a two-time 
All-Camino League infielder 
and stole 21 bases for a 
school record.

Desiderio had a 6-4 record, 
but he had 117 ntrikeouts and 
had an 0.88 earned run aver­ 
age.

Catcher Skaggs batted .250, 
but as a catcher only five
