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Some typical comments on

the discussion groups were:

“I think the conferénce
came off very well on the
whole—primarily because of
the discussion group format

. the main result was to
initiate some communica-
tion.”

“Discussion groups were
excellent and should receive
more time.”

“I especially appreciated
the small discussion groups,
during which the average
person had an opportunity to
air his view in agreement
with or in contrast to the pro-
fessional . speakers.”
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PARTICIPANTS in the con-
ference considered the major
speakers on the program to
have been on the whole well
chosen and stimulating. The
best received speakers were
those who:

e presented examples  of
how other cities or regions
in the United States had ap-
proached specific problems,

e used visual or graphic
aids to ,vividly demonstrate
. their arguments, or

o spoke directly and frank-
ly to listéners and each oth-
er.
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‘“The speakers were excel-
lent. I felt only one did not
contribute anything for our
city group.”

“Have more angry, out-
spoken, acid speakerssuch as
Temko, His type may shock
people, but they aré stimu-
lated.”™

“There was diversity in the
speakers’ points of view
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
