MAJOR provisions of the 
draft charter include-

* Combining of elections 
for members of the City 
Council and the Torrance 
Board of Education
* Holding municipal pri­ 

mary election*, lo be called 
21 davs prior to a general 
municipal election.
* Retention of the present 

seven-man city council, with 
direct election of the mayor 
for a four-year term
e Expansion of the Board 

of Kducation from five to 
seven members
e Appointment, by the cilv 

manager, of a city clerk and 
city treasurer
e Payment of salaries of 

1400 per month to council- 
men and 1000 |*r month to 
the mayor
e Formation of a joint City- 

School District Advisory 
Committee to coordinate op-

city employes. De­ 
cisions of the board would 
be binding.

IN ADDITION, the pro­ 
posed charter contains a 
"conflict of intercut" pro­ 
vision which would require 
any city official who has a 
direct financial interest In 
any matter before him to 
disclose that Interest and 
abstain from the proceed- 
Intts

Most controversial sec- 
lions of the proposed char­ 
ter are those which would 
provide for the appointment 
of a city clerk and a city 
treasurer and which estab­ 
lish the Ijmd Use Adjust­ 
ment Board

Under the present char- 
ter. adopted in 1947. t h e 
city clerk Is elected by the 
voters The clerk has cut- 
tody of all public records 
maintained by the city.

The treasurer also is elect­ 
ed by the voters and has 
charge of all funds collect­ 
ed and dispursed by the city.

FORMATION OF the Land 
Use Adjustment Board would 
would essentially lake away 
from the City Council the 
power to grant zoning vari­ 
ances.

Parent* of Meadow Park 
school children have won 
City Council approval of a 
plan to hire a crossing guard 
for the intersection of l-o- 
inila lloulvvard and Ocean 
Avenue

By a unanimous vote, 
councilmen also agreed with 
parents that » traffic signal 
should lie installed at the 
crossing as soon as possible 
and assigned city traffic of­ 
ficials to give the signal high 
priority

Mrr Ann* Heffron 3927 
W 235th St., spokesman for 
parents, said she was ad­ 
vised that the intersection 
is 37th in line for traffic- 
lights and that installation 
might be postponed for a 
year or more  *  

MRS. HEFFRON said she 
and her neighbors have 
waited two years for the sig­ 
nal and did not wish to wait

another year or more. She 
urged councilmen to give 
the signal "a more realistic 
place" on the lie!

In outlining the problem 
for councilmen. Mrs lief- 
fron said thai more than HOC 
children cross at the inter­ 
section twice each day. The 
present four-way stop sign 
at Ixtmita lloulcvard and 
Ocean Avenue is inadequate 
for the four-lane crossing, 
she insisted.

Mrs Heffron presented a 
petition bearing nearly 1,300 
signatures of area residents 
requesting the new signal 
and crossing guard.

CITY TRAFFIC Engineer 
Arthur llorkay said the in­ 
tersection does merit a traf­ 
fic light, but that installa­ 
tion had been scheduled to 
take place when L o m i t a 
Boulevard is extended to An- 
la Avenue.

Horkav noted the signal 
would cost about $20.000 
and would take at least four 
months to install
