Councilman Orin Johnson
has propesed a plan to provide
free bus transportation to se-

In an address before City|
Council Tuesday night, Coun-
cilman Johnson said the city
needs a program to help the
elderly become more involved
in local events.

“1 am convinced that only a
very small number of people
are participating,” he said,|
“and that the vast majority do |
not participate because of the|
problem of not being able to
get to the recreation centers or |
functions.”

Johnson proposed that all
those who are duly registered
members of the senior citizen
organization in Torrance be
given free bus transportation
to and from official recreation |
functions of the city. Members
would have the same free rides
to and from senior citizens fa-
cilities.

Eventually, Johnson said, be,
hopes the city will purchase
mini-buses to pick up senior
citizens at their homes and de-
liver them to official functions.
He said a slight increase in se-
nior citizen dues might pay for
the buses.
